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In John Updike's "A & P" the narrator is rash. His behavior caused him to quit his job. Quitting his job which will drastically change his life. 


An example of his rash behavior is when "I say 'I quit' to Lengel quick enough for them to hear". The Narrator without thinking for more than 10 seconds makes one of the most important decisions of is life. He makes it not because he needs to make it in a short period of time but simply to impress 3 girls who Lengel had previously embarrassed.


In addition the narrator "[feels] how hard the world was going to be to me hereafter." This clearly indicates how the narrator was in perfect knowledge of the impact the decision he made previously would affect his life. Also he thinks at this time that his decision would impact him negatively making the world harder on him.


In Conclusion The narrators rash behavior caused drastic changes in his life. His decision to quit was made quickly and with virtually no thought. Also he understood the significant and probable negative impact on his life. Therefor the narrator's decision to quit his job proves that he is a rash person.
