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 For the most part the seeds developed at about the same rate, marigolds being far above and squash being below the norm in seed germination. By day 1 only the beans and marigolds had any substantial yield. Beets, onions, pumpkin and squash were still at zero on day one. On day two, the pea seeds leaped to life while the others were still not germinating well. The marigolds were at nine seeds and the beans were at five. On day three, marigolds made another leap and beans and peas were still growing in numbers. Squash was still at zero while onion, pumpkin and beets were about the same, with two seeds each. On day four, the marigolds made their largest leap from twelve to eighteen seeds. Squash still lay dormant, while the rest hung in the 5-9 seed range. On day seven the marigolds nearly stopped germinating while the squash jumped to five seeds. The pumpkin seeds exhibited less growth than the other four, which were then in the eleven to fourteen range. The marigolds grew at the same rate while the pumpkin leveled out on day ten. Beets and onions both ended at seventeen seeds. During the last three days, the beans shot up to twenty seeds from twelve and the peas ended at sixteen seeds.



It could be said that the only non-vegetable/fruit seed, the marigold, took less time and germinated better than the harvest seeds. Another clear correlation could be drawn from size. For example, the beets and onions, which are both vegetables of about the same size, germinated at about the same rate and ended at the same point. Of course, this could be disproven by the fact that squash, while similar in size, germinated at a slower rate. The peas and beans are relatively alike in size and germinated, also, at about the same rate. Also, I could conclude that you might need less marigold seeds for a good crop and more squash seeds for a good crop. Maybe if we had waited longer the other seeds would have germinated well, the squash might have shot up a lot if we continued this experiment.
