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In Fahrenheit 451, Guy Montag is a fireman during the 22nd century. His job is to burn books, along with the houses they’re hidden in. During one of these “Burnings” he decides to keep a book just to see what it’s like to read. He is intrigued by the experience and wants to read more. His wife finds out and their marriage becomes dysfunctional. He decides to visit a loyal friend of his who also reads books. Montag’s friend by the name of Faber gives Montag a two-way radio that fits in his ear, which they can use to communicate. The next day Montag goes to work and has to burn another house down with his co-workers. The house he has to burn down is his!


Montag’s boss gives Montag a flame-thrower and tells him to burn his own house down. Montag does. Montag comes out to his boss, Beatty, and his little earphone falls out and Beatty picks it up and puts it in his pocket. Then Beatty says “We’ll trace it and drop it on your friend.” Montag gets angry and burns Beatty to a crisp! Montag then runs away and goes to Faber’s house. The police are trying to track him down. If I were to incorporate a song into part of a movie based on Fahrenheit 451 I would chose the song ”Black Hole Sun” by Sound Garden. Also the basic lyrics of ”Black Hole Sun”, ‘black hole sun won’t you come wash away the tears?’ could represent Guy Montag burning his house down in an indirect way. On a less important note for the part in the movie the way the basic rhythm of the song would seem to me to fit perfectly the basic dismal mood of burning your house down. Also the part in the song “Wash away the tears” could represent the destruction of his old life and going on to a new one.
