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1. Constituents – the people who elect a representative.

Caucus – the meeting of a few people who choose who will represent their party for a certain election.

Majority Leader – Leader of the majority in congress, the speaker's top assistant.

Whips – assistants to the party floor leader in congress.

Bill – What a law is before it is signed into law.

Calendars – the schedule for congress, ie the order they will consider and vote on bills.

Quorum – Minimum number of representatives that must be present before congress yield any power.
