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A BILL

1 Be it enacted by the House of Representatives and the Senate of the United States of America in Congress Assembled.
2 Section 1. SHORT TITLE.  

3 This act may be cited as the  

4 Section 2. FIINDINGS.

5 The Congress finds as follows:

1  (a) Over 75% of the world population growth from 1900-1990 has occurred in third world countries. (Richard Worth, The 3rd World Today page 13)

2  (b) This is because the average woman in a third world country has approximately 6 children. Before 1900 the infant mortality rate was at least 300/1000 and approximately 70% of the people in third world countries died prior to reproductive age. But in recent years the infant mortality rate in third world countries is just above 100/1000. The total death rate of people in third world countries is below 50%.(Richard Worth, The 3rd World Today page 78)

6  (c) All this was made possible by the billions of dollars sent in foreign aid to industrialize, feed and provide vaccines for diseases. 

3  (d) But the birth rate for women has remained constant so approximately every 30 years the population of third world countries doubles. (Charles F. Hohm, Population, Opposing View Points page 23) That means every 30 years the UN must double foreign aid funds to even meet the needs of some of this rapidly increasing population.

4  (e) In a survey done in third world countries, between 36% and 55% of the women capable of having a baby would choose to use some sort of contraceptive method to prevent their last previous birth.

5 Section 3. STEPS TO BE TAKEN BY. State Department.

6  (a) Foreign aid funds will be given to the UN for providing certain contraceptive methods to various people in Ethiopia.

7          (1) Contraceptive methods will be provided to people in Ethiopia who make less than 750 U.S. dollars a year and are at least 12 years of age.

8            (2) The funds will be transferred to the UN and will be used to purchase equipment and supplies to Ethiopia where they will be distributed to all the people that fit the description specified above. 

9  (b) This funding will be provided in certain areas of Ethiopia decided by the committee depending on how much funds will be used.

10  (c) Assistant Secretary of State Susan E. Rice will be involved in enforcing this bill.

11  (d) This service will only be given to those who are Ethiopian Citizens.

12 SECTION 4.FUNDING.

13 To be authorized to be appropriated $50,000,000 to administer and enforce this act.

14 SECTION 5. PENALTIES FOR VIOLATORS.

16 SECTION 6. DATE OF IMPLIMENTATION.

17 This Bill will take effect on March, 2000and will extend for 1 year or as long as the U.S. Congress determines is necessary.
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18  You’ve read the statistics and you obviously know there is a problem. and This all could be prevented through making contraceptives available for free along with the already existing family planning programs made to educate the common people in this country. And If this service were available for sale they would be far too expensive for most of the people because a lot of those people live in absolute poverty meaning that they make less than 375 US dollars per year. In a survey done in third world countries, between 36% and 55% of the women capable of having a baby would choose to use some sort of contraceptive method to prevent their last previous birth. That means that at least 35% of population growth could be eliminated just by providing basic contraceptive methods. This would lower the average birth rate to about 4 children per woman, in regions where this program exists which would eliminate one-third of the population growth. This bill is just a pilot program and will be well monitored too see it’s effectively. As you know 50 million dollars is nothing compared to the US foreign aid payments, which are over 20 billion dollars every year. and None of this aid is used for anything related to population control except for less than 0.4 billion dollars for family planning which was begun in 1998 by getting around another US law that prevents foreign aid dollars being sent to third world countries for population control. That’s what this bills for, its purpose is to get around the global gag rule and to the root of starvation and poverty by controlling the population in these countries thus enhancing the economy of these countries so that hard working people can find jobs so that they can support themselves and their families. But as the statistics say the end of this problem will not come immediately but if this solution exists with enough financial support it will someday come. And I say frankly it’s worth a try and if there is going to be a major try it’s got to start here. So make the right choice
