gloomy- Partially or totally dark, especially dismal and dreary: a damp, gloomy day.

pneumonia- An acute or chronic disease marked by inflammation of the lungs and caused by viruses, bacteria, or other microorganisms and sometimes by physical and chemical irritants.
pleating- A fold in cloth made by doubling the material upon itself and then pressing or stitching it into place.
coroner- A public officer whose primary function is to investigate by inquest any death thought to be of other than natural causes.
preserves- Something that acts to preserve; a preservative.
basin- a. An open, shallow, usually round container used especially for holding liquids. b. The amount that such a vessel can hold.
expose- a. To subject or allow to be subjected to an action or an influence: exposed themselves to disease; exposed their children to classical music. b. To subject (a photographic film, for example) to the action of light.
criticizing- To find fault with: criticized the decision as unrealistic. See Usage Note at critique. To judge the merits and faults of; analyze and evaluate.
cupboard- A closet or cabinet, usually with shelves for storing food, crockery, and utensils.
crossing- The act or action of crossing. a. A place at which roads, lines, or tracks intersect; an intersection. b. A place at which a river, railroad, or highway, for example, may be crossed: a railroad crossing; a pedestrian crossing.
queer- Deviating from the expected or normal; strange: a queer situation.
attorney- A person legally appointed by another to act as his or her agent in the transaction of business, specifically one qualified and licensed to act for plaintiffs and defendants in legal proceedings.
trifles- To act, perform, or speak with little seriousness or purpose; jest.
sheriff- The chief law enforcement officer for the courts in a U.S. county.
loyal- Steadfast in allegiance to one's homeland, government, or sovereign.
duty- An act or a course of action that is required of one by position, social custom, law, or religion: Do your duty to your country.
awful- Extremely bad or unpleasant; terrible: had an awful day at the office.
Commanding awe: “this sea, whose gently awful stirrings seem to speak of some hidden soul beneath”
