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1. The premise and sum review is all in the first paragraph, so the reader is not left wondering what Stephanie will think about the book many paragraphs into it. Paragraph two details the plot, and informs us that the zany plot is fun, explaining that it has good intentions. Detail about the setting, tone of the film, and messages perceived to be held by John Waters are included in the next four paragraphs. Stephanie then tells us her view of how smoothly the movie rolls along and then mentions the excellent and winning performance of Melanie Griffith, and wraps up by enticing us to see it. In closing he mentions this movie’s significance as a billet-doux, or love letter (to cinema).

2. The Purpose of this review is to expound upon the virtues of an endearing, small time film that has a lot to offer. The audience are those who want more from films, and expect a higher level of sophistication from film reviewers. The site is on the vanguard of Internet journalism and has a different fan-customer base than the like of the Post, Times etc. Tonally, this review is full of glowing praise, and a definite intellectual excitement for unusual, eclectic entertainment.

Genre was not mentioned, probably because it isn’t essential and perhaps the author doesn’t deal in these distinctions, as they are not pertinent to the film, only the labels on video store shelves.
