Essay 1--Answer one of the following in 4-5 word-processed, double spaced pages (60 pts):

1. Imagine that it is 1914 and the First World War is just beginning.  Write a long diary entry in which you discuss European politics, society, and culture on the eve of the war.  (Be sure to discuss prevailing attitudes and intellectual currents.)  What are your attitudes toward the upcoming war?  Explain.  
2. Imagine that you are a newspaper editor living in either China or India in the mid-1930s.  Following an anti-colonial demonstration, you have been asked to write a newspaper editorial in which you discuss colonialism and offer your insights.  Write an essay in which you discuss how the country you live in has changed since the beginning of the century and discuss the impact that colonial powers have had on your country.  Be sure to discuss native attitudes toward the colonial powers.  How do the colonizers treat people of your nationality?  What would you advocate as a solution to the problem?  Explain.

3. Imagine that you are living in either Germany or the Soviet Union in the mid-1930s.  Write a history of your country from the beginning of the First World War to the present, with special emphasis on the conditions that gave rise to the current government.  How do historical factors explain your country's current situation. What are your attitudes toward your government?  What can you do about it?  Explain.
