Another picture taken of the Tetrahedral landing platform shows the doctored image. A close up of the blue logo demonstrates the “true color’s” modification.
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However a BBC article explains this occurrence; “Colours in the image have been adjusted but scientists have not yet determined the "true" colour of the Martian rocks… 

Nasa scientists have used the colour calibration target, also known as the sundial, to adjust the image so that its hue is a close approximation of the colour of the Martian surface…
However, mission scientists will have to perform further calculations before they can produce an image that shows Mars' "true" colour.”
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Interestingly enough, cell phones are being sold which are equipped with 1.3 mega pixel cameras which can decipher “true color” perfectly; however, the “greatest minds” in the world cannot put a working color camera on a multi-million dollar interplanetary rover. Here’s a comparison of the sundial on Earth and on Mars, obviously the spectra changes depending on what planet you are on.
