Format 

· Most of the exam will cover the material presented in both class and the textbook.  These questions will account for approximately 50% of the exam.

· There will also be questions based on material presented only in class.  These questions will account for approximately 25% of the exam.

· There will also be questions based on material presented only in the textbook.  These questions will account for approximately 25% of the material.

The exam will have both definitional questions and application questions.  For the defintional questions, you will need to know the terminology of the course.  For the application questions, you will have to apply course material in a new way.
There is no one way to study for this exam.  Here are some suggestions to help guide your studying.

1. Notes:  Study class notes carefully.  Make sure you understand the material presented.

2. Textbook & Chapter Study Guide:  Study your textbook with the chapter study guides posted on blackboard.  Remember, the chapter study guide has questions about the most important information from your book.  In addition to the chapter study guide, I also suggest you take advantage of the questions listed in each chapter.

3. PCQ Questions:  Study PCQ questions from previous weeks.  Make sure you understand the correct answer to each question.

4. Text Webpage:  Point your web browser to http://www.prenhall.com/wade/  On this page, you will find useful study aids including electronic flashcards, sample questions, and an interactive review.

5. Study Guide:  If you purchased the optional study guide with your textbook, take advantage of the sample questions.

I also suggest you try to relate the various concepts and terms to your own life.  Research has shown that people remember material better if they have applied it to their own life.
