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The House On Mango Street and “Stand And Deliver” are very different but similar stories. They both take place in barrios, Hispanic neighborhoods. They also have major differences like the main character in The House On Mango Street is a young girl who doesn’t want to be ruled or controlled by a man. “Stand And Deliver” focuses primarily on a male teacher by the name of Jamine. These two stories help one learn about the Hispanic culture. They give one a perspective on what it’s like to live in a poor Hispanic neighborhood and attend the local schools. 


There are many similarities between The House On Mango Street and “Stand And Deliver.” Both take place in poor crowded areas. In addition, in both stories many of the characters are sexist. For instance a guy could not act like he liked a girl too much in “Stand And Deliver”. Also Alicia is hard pressed to get an education while having to cook meals for her father. The characters in each story are trying to get a better education so they can grow up and have a well paying job. The characters are primarily Hispanic kids who have major disciplinary problems, like throwing rocks in convenience store windows and stealing cars.


There are many differences between these two stories. The largest difference is the point of view. The House On Mango Street is in the first person perspective of Esperanza. “Stand And Deliver” is in the third person perspective, focusing mainly on Jamine. Esperanza is a completely different character than Jamine. She is a little girl living in a poor neighborhood who wants to do something better with her life. Jamine is a middle-aged high school teacher who is determined to teach math. 


There are also differences in the main character’s objectives in the stories. Esperanza wants to have a better life than her parents and her grandparents. She also wants to have more friends, escape from the barrio, and live in a nice large house with a big back and front yard. Jamine, on the other hand, is striving to teach calculus to his high school students. He wants to improve Hispanic student’s reputation as intellectuals.

There are many structural differences in the way these two stories are presented. At the most basic level, The House On Mango Street is a book. ”Stand And Deliver” is a movie. The House On Mango Street is made up of a series of non-chronological short stories. “Stand And Deliver” consists of scenes that unfold in chronological order.

The major similarity in these two stories is that they both take place in Hispanic neighborhoods. They main characters are trying to get a better education to avoid poverty. Another difference between these two stories is how the characters try to meet their goals in life. In The House On Mango Street Esperanza is trying to escape from Mango Street which is symbolic of poverty. In “Stand And Deliver” Jamine is trying to teach calculus to his high school seniors. These two stories display how hard work and perseverance are attributes that make you successful regardless of one’s ethnic background.
