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         Fredrick Douglas was born as a slave in Maryland in the year 1817.  At the time he was born it was illegal for slaves to be educated.  Even though he knew what the consequences for a slave to learn he still did.  At the age of 19 he made a plan to escape from the farm where he was working, but his plan had failed him and he was capture.  After he was caught he got sent to Baltimore to work in the shipyards.  Two years after the incident he had once again try to escape, but this time he borrowed protection papers from his 
friend.  (In that time period blacks that had protection papers were free and those who didn’t were slaves.)  Now that he was not a slave he decided to take a train to New York.  When he arrives in New York he wrote a letter to a person named, Anna Murray asking her to come to New York.  Anna Murray was the person whom Fredrick met.
