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1. Delegated powers – powers given to the government in the constitution.

Expressed powers – powers expressed directly in the constitution.

Implied powers – powers that are implied in order to enforce and express delegated powers.

Elastic clause – clause that gives congress the power to enact laws that are “necessary and proper”.

Inherent powers – powers that any sovereign government (with enforcement capabilities) has.

Reserved powers – powers of individual states that are neither delegated to the national government, “reserved” for the people, nor in violation of the constitution.

Supremacy clause – “The constitution, and the Laws of the United States... and all Treaties made, or which shall be made shall be the supreme law of the land.”

Concurrent powers – powers held by both national government and state governments.

Enabling act – after a congressional and presidential ratification, the people of a territory may produce a constitution  and submit it to congress to be approved by congress. Then the territory may become a state.
