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1. President Pro Tempore – the senator, elected by the Senate who stands in for the vice president, while the vice president is absent. 

Tempore – the time being, temporary.

Filibuster – when a senator or group of senators gets and keeps the floor in the Senate in order to delay and defeat a bill.

Cloture – A procedure that prevents a filibuster, by allowing senators only 1 hour to speak on a given bill.

3. Since there are far less senators than representatives, it requires less regulation to keep things running smoothly. It is important they have as much freedom as possible to express their ideas. But most importantly senators are appointed were the states and thus were of higher statute and far more civil.

5. With the adoption of a 2-track system, if a filibuster starts, the senate still is able to continue bisiness on the other track. When the origional track begins the filibuster resumes.
