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1. Personal staff – the staff of an individual congressperson.

Committee staff – the staff of a congressional committee. They do the homework.

Administrative assistant – the person on a lawmaker's staff who supervises and runs the office, while also providing advice to the lawmaker.

Legislative assistant – Informs the congressperson of proposed legislation and keeps him up to date.

Caseworker – the person on the staff who speaks directly to the constituents and helps them out.

2. Library of Congress –  Over 100 million of all media items, the library is the administrator on all copyright law. It also does research for lawmakers.

Congressional Budget Office – established by congress in 1974 the CBO counterbalances the president's elaborate budget making process. It keeps track of everything economic and prepares a budget report each April.

General Accounting Office – Monitors congressional appropriations. Established in 1921 and having over 5,000 members this office reviews financial management of government organizations, collect government debts, settles claims, and provides legal service.

Government Printing Office – Prints everything for the entire federal government. It prints the congressional record, which is the record of speeches and testimony made and not made. Also printed is the Statistical Abstract of the United States.
