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1. Ratify – to sign into law.

Petition – a letter appealing something.

Balanced Budget – expenditures = income.

Impeach – to throw out of office.

Treaty – A formal written agreement between multiple nations.

Executive agreement – agreement between the president and another world leader.

Judicial restraint – restraint courts hold against taking cases on social/political issues.

Judicial activism – lack of restraint courts have against taking cases on social/political issues.
