
To further defy the Christian Church Luther translated the bible into German. In the roman-catholic church it was thought that only the ‘learned’ clergy could teach people and use the Bible. This led to corruption when many church practices came to light that were clearly against the Bible, but since nobody could read it, it didn’t matter. This translation allowed common people to read the bible, if they could find a copy, and helped to cause the church to lose its monopoly over the common folk. After Luther interpreted the bible, Johannes Gutenberg and his printing press assisted him by printing massive amounts of the recently translated bible. This way Luther was able to spread his ideas and call for reform at a much faster pace than previous times, and finally shake free from the oppressive hand of the Catholic Church.
