Key Characters

Augustine St. Clare – 
Augustine is Tom’s third owner.  He lives off his slaves comfortably, but speaks against slavery honestly.  Another way St. Clare is affected by the use of slavery is that he has become more materialistic.
Evangeline – 
Daughter of St. Augustine.  She is a saintly little girl, who becomes ill and dies in the 26th chapter.  She is mourned for dearly, by Topsy and her family.
Topsy – 
An Abused child, who was bought by St. Clare, for his cousin, Ophelia.
Marie St. Clare - A women, who is St. Clare’s invalid wife.  Later in the novel she obtains Topsy as her slave so she can protect Topsy.
Ophelia – 
She is St. Clare’s cousin from Vermont.
Summary of chapters 27-30


Eva is dead.  Topsy attempts to enter the room, but Marie St. Clare tells her to leave.  Clare convinces Marie to let Topsy enter and as soon as she gets in she starts to sob.  The Whole family goes back to New Orleans and St. Clare tries to avoid being home.
