Summary

Article 1


Russia has been indiscriminately bombing Chechnya for the past seven months. Europe and US officials have expressed their regret at this tragic event, but none, save Germany’s foreign minister Joschka Fischer have voiced genuine outrage. But Annan has made it clear that this cannot continue, and has sent an envoy to Moscow to allow a visit to Chechnya by a special UN team. Annan stated that States should respect individual sovereignty as well as state sovereignty. Russia is using scorched-earth tactics that resemble that in Serbia and Indonesia. ‘There needs to be guidelines or an understanding of the spectrum on which the choices of intervention exist. We need a new consensus.’ The Ghanaian diplomat has ordered a report on intervention, and has stimulated a General Assembly study group on the same subject.

Article 2


The US court of Appeals for the 7th circuit upheld a two state law bans on “partial-birth abortions.” This decision is wrong and the Supreme Court will have to consider its’ constitutionality. Cutting edge abortion litigation’s’ argument over partial birth abortions is unnecessary. Legislation to restrict late-term abortions is very possible, only if it makes exceptions for the life and health of women. Most states have already done this, and a Senate Democrat bill to a federal ban on partial-birth is in congress. Anti-abortion forces have pushed for vague and ambiguous bills that criminalize a particular procedure for late-term abortions, where the manner of the abortion is more relevant than the viability of the fetus and its stage of development. The distinction that separates a legal abortion and one that is punishable by life sentence in Wisconsin is the direction and placement of the fetus’ feet during the procedure. This may affect abortions under older laws and its vagueness and failure to protect women’s life and health makes it a bad bill that is also unconstitutional. These decisions should be reversed.
